Crunch&Sip

This year students at Hurstville Public School are
participating in the Live Life Well program.

A component of this program is called Crunch&Sip®.
This program will encourage children to snack on fruit
and vegetables and to drink lots of water.

Crunch&Sip® is a set break to eat fruit (or salad
vegetables) and drink water in the classroom. Students
're-fuel' with fruit or vegetables during the morning or
afternoon -assisting physical and mental performance
and concentration in the classroom.

Each day students should try to bring fruit (or salad
vegetables) to school to eat in the classroom at a set
time. Each child needs a small clear bottle of water in
the classroom to drink throughout the day to prevent
dehydration.
